F.A.Qs:

· First aid - A leader with First response can provide First Aid as a “qualified guiding volunteer”

· The pre-populated fields in the The Girlguiding risk assessment for outdoor meetings are only to serve as guidance.  This particular point was suggested with the aim of minimising the risk of a leader needing to take a girl to hospital in her own car. Please assess your   situation and make modifications according to your circumstance, in line with the requirements in this document:

· If written permission has been given by parent /carer in advance to take a girl to hospital in an emergency situation. Masks should be worn by everyone in the car

· You may light fires, but only on the designated concrete fire bases at each site. Please dispose of ashes carefully before you leave. You may use the campfire circle, but social distancing MUST be maintained at all times.
Note: The Cudham site huts will not be open - if you wish you can bring your own “gazebos” in case of inclement weather, but social distancing MUST be maintained at ALL times.
Arrival:  PLEASE ask everyone in your group to follow instructions/signage at the arrival gates, re: drop off points, parking & way out. Please maintain social distancing & avoid over- crowding at all times.   
You will not be met, but please gather with your group at one of the collection points; Red/Yellow/Green posts, then when all are present follow the signs & make your way safely to the Reception table leave adult Track & trace forms in the sealed box provided, hand sanitizing by all & then go directly to the site that you have booked.  
Please watch for further updates on the GirlguidingLaSER website up to the day of your visit, as policies & procedures may be updated the national and local situation changes. 

We have done our best to protect you AND we rely on you & your group to protect yourselves & others too. You should:

- Wash/sanitise your hands often (bring pocket hand sanitizers with you if possible)
- Maintain social distancing – 2 metres apart
- Avoid crowded spaces

- Avoid touching your face/eyes
- Cover your mouth and nose when you cough or sneeze
- Avoid touching surfaces as far as possible
If you (or any of your group) are unwell or have any of the COVID-19 symptoms, please do not come.
You can meet in groups of:

- Face-To- Face guiding groups outdoors – Maximum 15 people, plus leaders/helpers (please keep the number of adults to a minimum for your ratio).
- Connect at Cudham – Up to 6 adults from different households, outdoors
- Pitch up for a picnic - Up to 2 households (your support bubble counts as one household), outdoors
In an emergency call 999 - give the post code of the site that you are on e.g.

Top site: Cudham Lane North TN14 7QT

Lower site: Hangrove Hill/Downe Road BR6 7LH

& post someone at the site entrance to direct the emergency vehicle.
The nearest A&E department is at:
Princess Royal University Hospital, Farnborough Common, Orpington BR6 8ND it is open 24 hours and is approximately 15 mins. Away by car.    

The location of the emergency rucksack (blanket etc. for keeping patient warm if they cannot be moved + gloves & masks) is marked on your site map – topsite: 10 Lower site: 29.
